PCA's participation in AKC's Registrations Pledge Challenge - At its September teleconference the PCA
Board voted unanimously to support the AKC Registration Pledge Challenge. The goal of this program is to aggressively
increase AKC registrations through AKC's core constituents: the breeders within parent and members clubs. With this
pledge, PCA Members are asked to follow up with new owners to assist them in registering their new puppies (full or
limited) with AKC.

Proposed Requlation Change to the jump height for Pekingese in Obedience Trials

Following the recommendation by the Obedience committee, the PCA Board voted to request that AKC add Pekingese to
a list of breeds in obedience trials that are permitted to jump 3/4's of the breed's height at the withers. That would be
lower than the current regulation jump height for our breed. PCA has sent a letter to AKC requesting the change. The
AKC Board considers jump height requests once a year, in August with a January effective date. The Companion Events
Department is now compiling all of the requests received between August 2009 and June 2010 and the AKC Board will
consider the entire list in August 2010. When action has been taken on the request, it will be reported in the PCA Bulletin.
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Board Minutes

The Pekingese Club of America Board of Directors
August 13, 2009 Teleconference

The Board reconvened on Thursday, August 13, 2009 on
teleconference with John D. French, President, presiding. In
attendance in addition to John French were Gabriel A. Covo,
M.D., COL (Ret) Clifford Jones, Jr., Nancy Khajeh-Nouri,
Joseph B. Franklin, Jean Pennell, Michael Power, Linda Zick,
Kaesi L. Cook, Charlotte E. Karpinecz, Edie Jones,

Tony Rosato, Sandy Wheat and Eugene Moran. Bert Custodio
and Bessie Pickens were absent.

On a motion by Sandy Wheat, seconded by Jean Pennell, the
minutes from the July 21, 2009 teleconference were approved.

Charlotte Karpinecz moved to suspend the order of business,
seconded by Michael Power, and all directors approved
unanimously.

PCA Summer Bulletin and Centennial Logos by Linda Zick
The Board was sent a copy of the Summer Bulletin to review
prior to printing as well as two different PCA Centennial logos
designed by Linda Zick, one with a banner and one without,
both of which are used in the Bulletin. Prior to the meeting Dr.
Covo had submitted the logos to the Centennial Committee
which recommended the logo without the banner. The Board
thanked Linda for her work and approved both logos for use.

Charlotte Karpinecz motioned to approve the bulletin for
publication along with the 2009 membership list inserted into
the Bulletin. Jean Pennell seconded and it was voted
unanimously to approve.

New Board Member - Eugene Moran

The Board continued the discussion on appointing the sole
Board vacancy pursuant to PCA Bylaws Atrticle IIl, Section 3.
Sandy Wheat nominated longtime member Gene Moran from
Teaneck, New Jersey, who was seconded by Linda Zick. Mr.
Moran was approved by unanimous vote. He then joined the
meeting. Mr. Moran gave a brief introduction and was
welcomed by every Board member.

AKC

John French reported on negotiations with AKC with respect to
having PCA's shows finally approved. In view of AKC's
request for an additional members' meeting, John and AKC
President Dennis Sprung worked out an agenda for a special
club meeting that would comply with PCA Bylaws and meet the
AKC Board's purpose in asking PCA to hold another club
meeting prior to approving the Club's shows. During
negotiations John consulted with the Club's Professional
Registered Parliamentarian, Rod Davidson, for guidance on
what was allowable under the Club's bylaws. Mr. Sprung then
presented John's proposal to the AKC Board at its August 10-
11, 2009 meetings. After the AKC meeting, Staff reported
back to John that the AKC Board accepted his proposed
meeting agenda.

In addition to reports being submitted to AKC after the special
club meeting is held, the AKC Board requested that PCA
submit a treasury report and a copy of the last bank statement.
As the Club has just completed an internal audit of the treasury
records, Cliff Jones proposed to send to AKC far more treasury
records than they requested, so that the integrity of PCA's
current management of the treasury will be entirely apparent to
all at AKC. The Board was in agreement.

In his negotiations with AKC, John made it clear that following
the PCA's last effort to fulfill the AKC Board's request, there
was a considerable skepticism on PCA's part as to what the
AKC Board's true motives were in continually delaying
approval of PCA shows. There has been justifiable outrage
among members and our Board that the club's upcoming
shows were not approved despite the club having complied
with every request made by the AKC Board. This time, the
PCA Board required an assurance that once the Club fulfilled
the AKC Board's additional requests, then the Centennial
Shows would be approved.

Fall date for a Special Club Meeting

Following a discussion of possible dates and locations for the
upcoming membership meeting, the Board resolved to set the
meeting for 1:30 PM on October 4, 2009 at the Crowne Plaza
Cleveland Airport as that location seemed most convenient to
members who attended the last meeting there. The Board
delegated to John to make the arrangements for the meeting
and to arrange a buffet lunch at the hotel for the membership
prior to the meeting.

Sutton/Keating case

In light of discussions at AKC regarding the present status of
the Club's treasury, the Board agreed to take action on the
Sutton/Keating case. Sandy Wheat moved to hire a lawyer for
that purpose, seconded by Michael Power. A thorough
discussion followed on how this would be handled and it was
voted unanimously to approve the motion. The Board asked
John to follow through and report back to them at the next
teleconference.

Parent Club Approved Mentors

The Board discussed setting up a program and guidelines for
approving members as mentors for AKC's Judges Education.
Tony will collect data from a number of other parent club
programs for the Board to review prior to formulating PCA's
mentor requirements. The Judges Education Committee will
also submit its recommendations to the Board. The consensus
was to have the Approved Mentor Program become active
within the next couple of months.

The meeting was recessed.

The AKC Title Medallion can be ordered for any dog with an AKC title

and comes with a certificate of authenticity which verifies the
achievement as well as spaceonthe b DFN RI WKH PHGDOOLRQ IRU WKH GRJYV
name and title to be engraved. Owners can choose between two sizes: a

small medallion that can be incorporated into jewelry and a larger size

that can be displayed. Either size is $25.

All past and present AKC title holders are eligible to purchase the medallion, which will be available
in December 2009 through the AKC online store. In the future, when AKC-registered dogs complete
a title, they will receive a customized order form and an additional blank form to order medallions
when they receive their AKC title certificate.
