The PCA Board and I have been in negotiations with AKC for several months.  As you will read in this 

bulletin, there has been some confusion -- and perhaps some miscommunication on AKC's part -- regarding 

what AKC wanted PCA to do to have our shows approved.  There has also been some disagreement with 

AKC as to what PCA is actually permitted to do under the rules governing our Club.  The AKC Board now 

wants us to have another membership meeting with a quorum before they approve our shows.  However, 

AKC has now agreed to an agenda that I have proposed to the AKC Board which would fit under a Special 

Club Meeting format.

That part is easy, as we now have an excellent and completely trustworthy treasurer in Cliff 

Jones, who as you know was a past senior vice-president of a Fortune five-hundred bank and was on Staff 

at the Pentagon. 

 

Ever since the new PCA Board was elected in 2008, and its opponents resigned en masse right after that 

election, the PCA has been functioning well as a parent club should ... and so it is time for the club to move 

forward. 

 

We have one more membership meeting to do and we must have a quorum at that meeting, so I ask you to 

please attend.  The meeting notice will be sent to you shortly.  This will again be a special club meeting as 

required under our Club's bylaws.
