THE PEKINGESE CLUB OF AMERICA
SPECIAL CLUB MEETING
OCTOBER 4, 2009

I: CALL TO ORDER

A Special Club Meeting of the Pekingese Club of America was called to order
on Sunday, October 4, 2009 at Crowne Plaza Hotel, Cleveland Airport,
Cleveland, Ohio dt: 33 PM by the President, John D. French. A outside
telephone line was set up at the dais for the Club's professional registered
parliamentarian, Rod G. Davidson, who wascah during the meeting.

Mr. French welcomed the members, thanked them for attery, and
acknowledged that a quorum was present.

II. MINUTES OF THE LASHETINGSDn a motion by Mary St. Mary,
seconded by Bert Custodio, the minutes of the April 4, 2009 Annual Meeting
and June 14, 2009 Special Club Meeting as published in th€falBBlletin
were approved unanimously.

I1l. REPORTS OF THE CHREC

A. Report of the President

Mr. French reported on the status of PCA's upcoming centennial specialties
and recent communication with AKC. Mr. French advised that he attended
the last AIC delegates meeting and that AKC had presented the club with a
plaque for its 100th year of AKC membership. He stressed that this being the
club's 100th Anniversary that the centennial specialties should be held this
year.

Mr. French announced that PC&Egentennial shows are prepared to go
forward on December 5 & 6 in Indianapolis subject to AKC approval. We
have a contract with a new hotel right at the airpethe Wyndham
Indianapolis West which has been used by other parent clubs for their
national. It's a very nice convention hotel and they've given us a good deal
with an $89 room rate (plus $25 pet fee). We will again have the annual
Sleeve Show as well as CGC tests one day with member Frank Motto doing
the evaluations. Judges Martha Olr@8ivier (National) and Peggy Dillard
Carr (PCA Regional) confirmed they would judge the specialties on those
dates. Tony Rosato will serve as Show Secretary and will work with AKC
Events to ensure that PCA's application is updated and the department has
everything it needs from him.

Mr. Luc Boileau, who was the third judge for the centennial events was
unavailable for the new dates and agreed to have his assignment changed to
the 2010 New York Specialty. The AKC Board is meeting on September 19
and 20, and mvided the National is approved, the premium list will be

mailed on October 21st.

Mr. French reported that PCA is sponsoring parent club medallions at the
AKC Eukanuba show in Long Beach, the week after PCA's planned shows in
Indianapolis. Once AKC reates show giving status, the ballots for 2010
judges will be mailed to members.

Mr. French advised that Edd Bivin won the ballot for the 2009 National, but
when PCA's show dates were amended, Mr. Bivin was no longer available for
the new dates. Howeveunder a new PCA policy, any judge winning the
ballot for first choice to judge the National, but is unavailable for the

proposed show dates will be offered a contract for the next show for which
they are available.

Mr. French gave a brief status reporicaoverview of the upcoming

yearbook for which the club has a new printer. There has been an excellent
memberresponse this year with it being the Centennial Year Book and in
color. The book is projected to be about 35D5 pages including over
individud 100 member pages.

On AKC matters, Mr. French reported that the number one issue for AKC is
declining registrations, and PCA has responded by taking part in AKC's
Registration's Pledge which is explained in the secretary's report.

Mr. French affirmed thaPCA's #1 goal is to build up the club according to
PCA's core values, maintain an ethically run club, to build up the entries, not
just in PCA but everywhere in the country, by way of inspiring and educating
new breeders.

B. Report of the Secretary

Mr. Rasato presented the following report:

New PCA DirectorLorraine Moran- In September Michael Power resigned
from the Board citing health reasons and will continue to serve on each of his

committees. The Board appointed Lorraine Moran from Teaneck, New
Jersey to the vacant Board seat. Mrs. Moran is a longtime PCA member and
Pekingese breeder/exhibitor who served many years as an officer of
Pekingese Club of New Jersey. She is a member of th&piting Group

of the Garden State, the Owner Handlersdksation, and Kennel Club of
Northern NJ. Professionally she has held numerous administrative posts in
hospital associations in the New Jersey and Metropolitan New York area as
well as having served on Boards and Committees of several nursing
organizatiors for many years. In the field of education, Mrs. Moran was
Adjunct Professor at Bergen Community College, NJ, and Associate Professor
of Obstetrics & Gynecology at Downstate Medical Center, Brooklyn, NY. She
also lived ten years in Tehran, Iran where skeved as treasurer of a civic
organization.

Our thanks to Linda Zick for her two designs for the Centennial Logo which
have been used for PCA publicatiohistyear and will be used for our
premium list and show catalog in addition to hospitality items given at our
specialty shows. Linda has also designed a ‘waafied Pekingese clock

which will be auctioned off at the next show. Janet Turney and | have kep
the centennial quilt project going and several of the regional clubs have sent
in their blocks for the quilt. This special piece will also be auctioned at the
show.

Most importantly, we plan to have representatives from the National
Institutes of Heal at our specialty show to speak to the membership about
the momentous project that PCA is doing in cooperation with NIH to advance
the health and welbeing of Pekingese and other brachycephalic breeds.
This may be the most significant milestone in breed's, as well as our

Club's, history. How fitting it is that this important collaboration with NIH
and PCA has been initiated during the year of our Centennial!

C. Publications, Tony Rosato, Chairman

Mr. Rosato reported that apart from the quarterly ltins, the major

project this year has been the 2009 Centennial Yearbook which is nearly
completed and will be going to the printer in a few weeks. It is a larger
edition than last year, with color pages this year, and there's been excellent
response fom the membership. A complimentary copy will be sent to every
PCA member householane per household as well as the AKC Archives
and Library. Extra copies will be available for purchaseith the price to

be determined by the Board (last year extopies were sold for $25 which
included postage).

Mr. Rosato offered a reminder that the quarterly bulletins are archived on
the PCA website under the "PCA Bulletin" button, so that members may look
up anything in past issues including published minutes

He advised that in the PCA Fall Bulletin there is a reprint of an article from a
recent issue of Bys in Reviewy editor Christi McDonald calle&&dces of
short-faced breeds which mentions work the PCA is doing on brachycephalic
airway issues. He alpointed out that to commemorate PCA's Centennial
year, the fall Bulletin contains reprints of articles from thew York Times
aboutPCA in 191Irecounting the interesting circumstances surrounding the
staging of our club's first specialties.

Copies of @A'sBreed Information Fliatistributed by AKC were passed out to
the assembly

PCA's Breed Information Flisrinserted by AKC into every Pekingese
registration certificate. Mr. Rosato advised that members may print the

fliers for personal use rightdm the PCA website under the publications
button, and that it is also available for printing from AKC's website, but much
easier to find on PCA's. He suggested that when members sell a puppy or
dog, it's a good idea to print the PCA Breed Informaticer filom the Club
website and include it with the records given to the new owner.

He reported that on the Publications page on the PCA website are numerous
links to Pekingese articles and publications that members can download,
view and print. The club expanding that page all the time, therefore
members should keep checking back to see what's new. For example, the
last major article on Pekingese in tA&C GazettéOctober 2008jitled

Imperial Legacy, by David Allan Feller, or a wonderful piece that rabDay
Newson Pekingese in Agility and Obedience, which shows the athletic side of
our breed, are availablon the Publications page on the PCA web site. He
reported that the Pekingese in Agility article was used in England at the
"Discover Dogs" booth at Crufts (similar to AKC Meet the Breeds events) and
that PCA has permission to use those articles at ootls at Meet the

Breeds which we will distribute in addition to information brochures from

this committee.

The Publications committee is still planning to do a public information
pamphlet through the Companion Advisory Committee (chaired by Kaesi
Cook), lopefully early next year. The committee always welcomes
suggestions from members on new projects.

D. Health Committee - Tony Rosato, Chairman

Mr. Rosato reported that PCA's BAS (Brachycephalic Airway Syndrome) study
with National Institutes of Health isxacourse and its initiation of the first

phase is planned for our shows in December. There have been some very
important new developments in the scope of the study which will be

discussed under unfinished business.

Mr. Rosato reported that the Canine HdaRoundation has requested that

PCA sponsor a study (#01188through Oklahoma State University on
"Capacity of Respiratofpased Thermoregulation in Brachycephalic Breeds."
The CHF's requested sponsorship from PCA is $1,500. CHF sent a number of
other requests for sponsorship of other studies as well, but the study on
thermoregulation in brachycephalic breeds would seem to have the broadest
application to our breed. These requests will be presented to the PCA Board
and input is sought from the genenaembership and Health committee
members.

E. Rescue & Rehoming-Co-Chairs, Janice O'Connor & Carol Kallman.

The following report submitted by Mrs. O'Connor and Mrs. Kallman was
presented at the podium by Mr. French

The R & R Committee is working to woly help Pekes in trouble but

develop a national network to serve that very purpose. To date, the R & R
Committee has helped pay for important medical treatments for 15 Pekes in
VA, NC, KY, FL, AL & SC. Plus, several of our committee members have taken
in and rehomed rescues funded by themselves or their own private rescue
organizations.

The cases funded by PCA donations conform to a strict policy that all
payments made by PCA go directly to the veterinarian treating the approved
rescue Peke. Thesempvals must first be attained through joint consent of
the treasurer and president. Therefore, any R & R payment record can be
viewed by PCA members by contacting the treasurer, Cliff Jones.

We are working now to expand the R & R network to the Midwest,
Northwest, Northeast and Southeastern US and as always, we appreciate
the generosity and support of the membership and Purina.

Going forward, Mr. French advised that the PCA Board was currently
reviewing the committee's policies to determine what resturghg of

policies, if any, may be necessary

F. Breeders & Judges Education- Chairman, John French.

Mr. French reported that PCA will be presenting a Breed education seminar
at the National which is free and open to all. A PowerPoint presentation is
beingconstructed to accompany the breed study guide. Dr. Terill Udenberg
will be back "by popular demand" and will be present his seminar on
breathing obstructions which Mr. French asserted is a major concern
internationally, not just among US breeders. B#benebeck, Ph.D. from
National Institutes of Health will speak on the study that NIH is doing in
collaboration with PCA and will explain how the study is structured and what
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memberbreeders can expect from the mapping of genes responsible for
causing BAS

Mr. French urged that regional clubs should invite Dr. Udenberg to their
specialties or meetings and have him present his seminar to their club
members. He also reported that Dr. Udenberg, who is a Canadian Kennel
Club judge and member of the JEC comeeiths well as the Health
Committee, is being invited by The Pekingese Club in England to speak at an
international conference in January which will address specific issues of
concern to Pekingese breeders. Mr. French also advised that the Board is in
the process of setting the guidelines for PCA's Breed Mentor Program, and
that the current proposal under consideration would be discussed at this
meeting under new business.

G. National Breeder Referral - Edith N. Jones, Chairman

Mrs. Joneseported that we fave 15 members from all over the country on
the breeder referral committee and that the easiest way to handle matters is
to forward the requests she receives to tltemmittee member that lives
closest to the individual making the inquiry. That way, ¢hwsking

inquiries will receive calls from members who live near them. She advised
the assembly to let heknow when they have puppies or adult dogs for sale
to a good home and that she will put them in touch with the committee
member nearest their area.

H. Obedience/Rally - Nancy Bowman, Chairman

Colleen Laurenzi presented the following report at the podium for Ms.
Bowman

J. Canine Legislative Alert - Charlotte E. Karpinecz, Chairman

Ms. Karpinecz passed out copies of a 9-page report of legislative successes
throughout the country.

Ms. Karpinecz began by announcing the big news of amuaajtory in

Federal Court in Louisvilie the case of thé&ouisville Kennel Club v.
Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Governmémivhich the judge ruled that
that there was no rational basis to have owners of unaltered dogs treated
any differently tharthe owners of altered dogs, and that dogs are personal
property. As such, the judge ruled that to seize dogs was an unconstitutional
violation of due process. This is a wonderful victory for dog owners and the

We will have educational literature
to distribute and dogs for the public to view and touch. AKC announced it
will have PCA's information flyer that is inserted into registrations available
at our booth for distribuion. Booth decorations will be done by the New
York team.

The plans for our Meet the Breeds Booth at the Eukanuba in December in
beautiful Long Beach, California, are more elaborate than last year. This time
we are going to tryind black and red satindt sheets that we can drape

across the wire panel that is located behind us along with the PCA banners
that are used for the trophy tables that Edie Jobesught out to us for the

booth last time when we won the Toy Group 2 award from AKC.

We have contated a rental warehouse to choose a few more Chinese items
(such as Chinese paper lanterns, paper umbrellas), and hopefully more items
that will dress up our booth once again in a fashion that represents our
breed's heritage and promotes public educatioFhen | will use a lot of my
personal oriental items such as paper fans, vases, our Foo dogs and dragons
and the beautiful gold Buddha that was on our booth along

with my Sandicast Pekingese statuekhere are going to be plenty of silk
flowers to add to he booth also.

V: UNFINISHED BUSINESS
NIH Study on Brachycephalic Airway Syndrome (BAS.

Mr. Rosato began with this updated report:

This is to update yoan the Pekingese Genome Project, or BAS study, with
National Institutes of Health. As you know, this study invoaresnymous
testing to establish a genetic profile for the breed with respect to breathing
anomalies in Pekingese. | spoke with Jeff Shoeclkefrem the Ostrander Lab
at NIH a few days ago for about an hour and we discussed various aspects of
the study. Dr. Shoenebeck said he is available for our shows on the first
weekend in December and is planning to attend along with Dr. Udenberg.
Both will do a seminar presentation to the members during the weekend.

Dr. Shoenebeck, however, must request the travel permission from the
government, so as soon as we have the approval from AKC | will notify him.
We also hope to also have a representativéhat health seminar from

Canine Health Foundation.

At the shows, the NIH will have a designated area to do evaluations, blood
draws and paper work (an NIH questionnaire prepared by the research team)
for those wishing to have their dogs participate in 8tady. As | expressed

at the last meeting, participation in the study is entirely and securely
confidential. All blood draws will be identified by a number, not a name.

These types of clinics at specialty shows are conducted by a number of breed
clubs-- and the NIH has considerable experience with that, although it's new
to the community of Peke people. Consequently, there was some discussion
with NIH on how best to set up the evaluation area for the NIH and what the
members would be most comfortable tiiin terms of privacy. It was

suggested that partitions, or screens, or a tent, could be set up in a section of
the main ballroom for the NIH clinic. Dr. Udenberg prefers a separate room,
but Dr. Shoenebeck indicated that he would prefer to be in thénmsea

where it would be most convenient for exhibitors to dialog with the NIH

team and get involved in the study.



Dr. Shoenebeck said that his research in the lab is focusing primarily on skulls
and he is eager to develop research projects that addre#s tie

morphological and syndromic aspects of brachycephily.writes: "My
technician and | are now mapping a number of regions that could possibly be
driving brachycephalyJnderstanding the players that generate

brachycephaly will likely help us undéand the secondary variants or
"modifiers" that could be causing BAS (Brachycephalic Airway Syndrome)."

A recent major, positive development is that the PCA/NIH study has
broadened internationally with the addition of Dr. Small from the UK to PCA's
Hedth Committee and the Pekingese Genome Project Committee. Dr. Small,
a geneticist and Joint Health Coordinator appointee from The Kennel Club in
England, who is also on the Board of The Pekingese Club (UK), has offered to
support PCA's study by coordinagi efforts to collect blood samples and data
from Pekingese in the UK. The NIH has welcomed this collaboration. Given
the fact that the breed in North America and the UK are so closely linked
pedigreewise, the collaboration with the UK Health Schemediar breed is

a significant step forward in the global effort to advance understanding of
BAS and mapping the genes responsible for it.

Following this report, discussion went forward on how best to handle the
NIH setup area at the National. Pat Martellmreed with Dr. Udenberg's

view that a private room would be necessary to do the evaluations and blood
draws, but it was understandable as to why the NIH would want to be in the
main ring area to engage with exhibitors. She suggested having both a
private exam room separate from the show area and provide a table for NIH
in the main ballroom. Many members agreed.

Charlotte Karpinecz moved to affirm Mrs. Martello's suggestion, to provide
both a private room and separate table in the main ring area for tNéH

team during the National Specialty weekend. Jim Crute seconded, and it
was voted unanimously to approve.

VI:NEW BUSINESS

A.PCA MENTOR PROGRAM

Mr. French handed out copies of the proposed guideline®fA's Mentor
Program which is currently undegview by the Board of Directors. The

Board requested membership input on the proposal at this meeting prior to a
board vote. Mr. French explained that the guidelines were compiled from
programs used by other AKC parent clubs, that there are no setlged for
parent clubs, although AKC offered basic recommendations. Each parent
club is responsible for determining what is suitable for the educational
needs for their breed.

Mr. French read the proposed guidelines aloud. Much discussion followed.
After reviewing the proposal the following motions were made and passed:

#1. Roy Keiser moved to recommend to the Board to not to eliminate a 20
year experience qualification under item #2, but to add " and/or recognized
knowledge and experience in the beel." Bert Custodio seconded, and the
motion was approved unanimously.

#2. Pat Martello made a motion to recommend to the Board to strike item
#12 requirement that would make persons who show dogs for others
ineligible to be a judges mentor. Delores Bap seconded and it was voted
unanimously to approve.

#3. Joseph Franklin moved to recommend to the Board to add under
mentor qualification item #9 in the second section of the proposal,
"Promotion of dogs that members are showing or campaigning is
forbidden." Pat Martello seconded, and the motion passed with a vote of
unanimous approval.

B. PCA BULLETIN FORMAT- REGIONAL REPORTS

Mr. French pointed out that the Board intends to keep the quarterly bulletins
printed in black and white for the time being $treamline costs- and to

keep the thrust of the publication entirely news oriented. He asked for
suggestions on what might be done to improve the publication. Discussion
followed.

Pat Martello suggested including regional reports by appointees askigne
the Board. Mary St. Mary suggested to enable members to have the option
to receive the bulletin electronically or by regular mail to save the club on
printing costs.

Mary St. Mary moved to have the dues renewal form contain an check box
where membes could opt for electronic bulletins instead of mailed copies,
and to include regional reports. Charlotte Karpinecz seconded. The vote
was unanimous to approve.

C.PCA LOGO ITEMS

Mr. French presented ideas that had been proposed by members for the club
to offer for sale a limited number of PCA logo items, such as coleshi

($15), Sweatshirts ($20), Baseball caps ($10), Visors ($10), Aprons ($20).
Available colors are: Red/white lettering, Yellow/black letters, light

blue/black lettering, dark ble/white lettering, beige/black lettering

Discussion followed.

The consensus was that PCA logo items should be made available for
members to buy, but we should compare pricing with Cafe Press.

D.OPEN FORUM ON ANYT®OMEMBERS WISHOISCUSS

Encouragingouth to come into the breed and sporfThe first issue raised

was the parent club sponsoring Junior Showmanship competition at Regional
Club Specialties by offering a special PCA Medallion and Prize for Junior
Showmanship classes at local specialtiescussion followed, and the

concern was that the sport was aging and few children attend the specialty
shows.

Lars Lindhal, whose two children ages 6 and 9 were in attendance at this
meeting indicated that his children would be interested in Juniors,tathv

point his 9year old daughter asked, "Do we get paid?" (Uproarious laughter.)
The consensus was that while there have been several Junior handlers in the
breed in the last few years, more work needs to be done to attract more, and
that the Lindahl ctdren should get started.

Canine Good Citizenr. French stated that PCA would be offering CGC
tests at the National and Regional specialties.

Obedience/Rally Having Obedience/Rally trials at the National was
discussed. Because of the large spaceletipms for such events, the
consensus was that PCA should encourage Pekingese to compete in
companion events, but that for now, we should have Obedience/Rally
demonstrations only at the National.

PCA Centennial PinEdith Jones reported that she, Lindekzand Dr. Covo

had consulted on producing a Centennial pin and that there would be
enough time to have the pins made and delivered for distribution at the
proposed shows in December. Much discussion followed on what the design
and color scheme should bél'he suggestions would be relayed to the Board.
It was suggested that, subject to the shows being approved, everyone who
enters a dog or attends the Centennial Specialties should be given a
centennial pin, and that enough pins should be made for sateembers

after the shows.

PCA on FacebookMary St. Mary proposed that PCA should have its own
page on Facebook and volunteered to manage it and would coordinate with
the club secretary. Discussion followed. Indications were that Facebook
would be arexcellent tool for public education and source of information
about the club.

Joseph Franklin moved to have Mary St. Mary create and manage a PCA
Facebook page, which was seconded by Bert Custodio. The vote was
unanimous to approve.

VII: ADJOURNMENT

Joseph B. Franklin made a motion to adjourn at 3:10 PM which was
seconded by Cliff Jones. The motion passed unanimously.
