We need to do all we can to make this Pekingese Health study a success as it may enable you 

and future breeders to identify the genes affecting serious breathing problems with a simple DNA 

test. The NIH study requires a blood drive involving 150 Pekingese.  Please read about the details 

in the insert in this bulletin.  The Pekingese Genome Blood Drive is on the agenda for the 

Cleveland meeting and I urge you to participate in this study.  Kudos to Dr. Covo, Dr. Udenberg, 

the PCA Health Committee and the Ostrander Lab at NIH for doing this ground breaking work.
