Greetings and good wishes to you, your family and dogs for a very happy and healthy New Year!   

 

Our winter bulletin was held back from our planned January mailing because we wanted to bring you the most 

updated information on PCAôs show-giving status and discussions with AKC. The only remaining issue is the 

annual meeting which PCA bylaws very specifically require to be held with our New York specialty.  However it 

was agreed between PCA and AKC that the meeting would be held by itself this year before AKC approved 

future shows.  It took weeks to work with AKC on this because of meeting schedules, and the fact that 

February is a busier-than-usual dog show month.  As it stands now, weôve submitted 2009 show applications, 

withdrawn a NY show application, and weôll do the 2009 New York meeting independently. The PCA Board 

met in February to take this action and amend show plans prior to mailing the bulletin, following the Feb. 6th 

AKC Board meeting when this matter was discussed. 

 

As for 2008, to say that it was a year of challenges for the dog world, our breed, and the world economy is of 

course putting it mildly.  Even so, there is cause for optimism, and we look ahead to 2009 and PCAôs 100th 

Anniversary with renewed hope.
