1 2007 Pekingese Study Guides Recalled - At the Board meeting in New York City on
February 8, 2008, the Board of Directors of The P
X 3 | 06 Pekingese Study Gui 2006-200f/ and Wwas tmadlegl torall Pékingeser i b u
judges by a member. The guide, which had been privately funded, was found to contain numerous
serious mistakes, such as:
1) Pinched nostrils on the illustration of the head study,
2) Other illustrations of Pekingese with pinched nostrils and embedded noses
3) lllustration of the skeleton with light bone on the forequarters and coarse
hindquarters, just the opposite of the requirements in the breed standard.
4) Outdated and anatomically inaccurate drawings
5) Misleading commentary
The Study Guides are officially discontinued and are not approved for use at breed seminars or as
educational resource. The Board of Directors regrets inconvenience to those who have purchased these

guides and urges that they be discarded. The Education and Publication committees of The Pekingese Club
of America will produce a new accurate study guide as soon as possible.
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2008 Dues and Memberships Report by John French

Each year, for one reason or another, some members do not renew their dues, and this year was no exception.

For a Pekingese or a breeder to

be entitled to use the initials ROM after t heweresthblighbds name
(see Standing Rules in this Bulletin and on the PCA website).

Applicants must include the name of the breeder, owner, and photocopies of the AKC championship certificates, AKC

registrations or AKC progeny reports (free from AKC) for documentation. Please read the applicable Standing Rrules for

ROM on the PCA website and this Bulletin. There is no deadline for these prestigious awards. When a breeder meets the
requirement for the award, the committee chair will mail an ROM Award Certificate to the member within 30 days. All new

ROM titles wild.l be announced before an assembly of the mem
Rotating or New York specialty. In order to be eligible for an ROM award above, all owners/co-owners must be PCA

members in good standing.

Please understand that ROM breeder awards can only be offered to the actual breeder of record on file with AKC or the
kennel club of the country in which the applicant for ROM resides. ROM Sires and Dams are awarded to the owners of
the dogs, not the breeders. The rules stipulate this and it this is not a new policy; it has always been that way.

Our records show that some members received an award as a breeder in error, for whatever reason. Any ROM award

given in error is invalid, but PCA will not ask such recipients to return their certificates. However, to maintain the integrity

of the ROM program, the ROM records must be accurate and have been thoroughly updated. The records on the PCA

website reflect the true record. We apologize to anyonethismayhave affect ed. assifranoethatdrone P CAS
this point forward the ROM records, reports and awards will be valid and 100% accurate.

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Canine Legislation Alerti Anita Riley, Chaiperson

As you all know, there are so many cities having to fight for control over the mandatory spay/neuter bills that are trying to
get passed in these cities. It is up to the breeders to keep abreast of the bills that are out there and trying to get passed
by people who do not understand all of the issues. Everyone can keep up with the different bills by going to the
Legislative Alerts section of the AKC website. The URL for that is: http://www.akc.org/news/sections/legislative_alerts.cfm

For example this is being considered for Dallas, Texas:
Mandatory Spay/Neuter

1 This proposed ordinance mandates that you spay or neuter your dog unless you obtain a breeder permit for
each intact dog.

1 Breeder permits will only be issued to owners of dogs of recognized breeds that are registered with a national
registry. Owners must also be members of a purebred dog club that has been approved by the Director of Animal
Services.

1 The permit will cost $500 per year per dog and will restrict breeding to one litter per permit per year. Breeders
are prohibited from selling puppies until they reach eight (8) weeks of age and have been immunized.

1 Inorder to redeem a dog from impoundment, it must be spayed or neutered or the owner must purchase a
breeder permit for that animal.

Then you have this Bill being considered in South Carolina:

South Carolina Senate Bill 833 is currently under consideration by the full Senate. The billd which originally attempted to
only address the restraint of dogsd has been amended and now unreasonably seeks to seriously limit the confinement of
dogs in pens or crates. It is vital that all South Carolina enthusiasts, fanciers, and concerned dog owners contact the bill's
sponsor and their state senator and voice their respectful opposition to this bill as written.

AKC now has a PAC (Political Action Committee) to lobby Washington lawmakers on behalf of the interests of AKC and
owners of purebred dogs. Also the NAIA | National Animal Interest Alliance is taking an active role in educating dog
clubs on how to organize and defend against a groundswell of national anti-dog legislation. This organization is founded
and operated by Patti Strand in Portland, a current AKC Board member who is speaking to dog clubs and organizations
around the country to help them cope with these issues.
