To All Members of the Pekingese Club of America, Inc.: 

This January LDN has been written to inform you of the 

recent cataclysmic events that we believe will restore our 

club to its former exalted position in the fancy.  

Please understand that any and all decisions and 

statements from our "Board of Directors," that were 

taken or published after May 2007, are illegal and "null 

and void."  

That was because 5 ethical directors, for whom you 

voted, could not, in all conscience, participate in any 

meetings because the 3 directors you voted to be 

removed, refused to leave, and one other resigned, 

leaving only 7 legitimate Directors, which was never a 

quorum required to conduct business. All meetings were, 

therefore, invalid.  

On January 2, 2008, the remaining 6 Directors resigned 

en masse, along with James Jaeger and Raymundo Lo 

who had been previously removed by ballot on June 25, 

2007, along with Diane Renihan. As the December 

election results and those resignations were not included 

in the LDN you will, or have received, they are 

published herewith. 

Elected to the Board: John French, Cliff Jones, DeAnn 

Ulmer and Bessie Pickens.  Appointed, and then duly 

voted to the Board: Kaesi Cook and Anthony Rosato. 

Adding the incumbents, myself, Edie Jones, Larry Ulmer 

and Pam Vanderpool, the Board now consists of 10 bona 

fide members and a working quorum to conduct 

business.  

In order to return our club and its members to their 

former state of dignity, I, and the newly elected members 

of the Board, pledge to work feverishly to correct the 

inequities and errors of previous managements, and 

attempt to improve the welfare of our dogs and the 

Pekingese breed world-wide by committing ourselves to 

the following: 

 

1. Abide by our Constitution and present by-laws,  and 

any future ones the members deem appropriate to avoid 

conflicts. 

 

2. Review and refine our by-laws and standing rules to 

avoid any future arguments. 

 

3. Return the club to fiscal sanity, with the help of 

ethical members and associate auditors and begin a 

concerted effort to obtain donations to our treasury. 

 

4. Return to the members their legitimate right to 

information from the Board, its Directors and 

Committees.  Transparency is the key word, and "hidden 

agendas," "executive sessions," and/or "closed-door 

meetings" will no longer be permitted, as they are the 

antithesis of our democracy. 

 

5. Improve the LDN into a compact literary organ of 

information and education, rather than one as an 

advertising medium.

not have the 2/3ôs vote required to rescind the adopted 

motion for a black and white format which was voted by 

the members in October 2005 at the Pomona special 

membersô meeting. 

 

Since the latest bulletin (arriving in January) went out 

without including the election results, the board agreed 

to mail a separate notice with the latest information to 

the members relating to changes in board administration 

and meeting notices. 

 

Website  

The board commended the previous work of Jorge 

Bendersky and Aimee Ukasick and appointed Tony 

Rosato as website liaison to work with Randy Ferguson, 

current website coordinator.

A message from John D. French, President 
 

Dear Members: 

 

PCA now has a new administration with a mission to address the many needs of the 

breed, restore our treasury and increase the size and number of committees.  We need 

more members involved.  In addition, we pledge to lift the “cloud of secrecy and 

misinformation” from the board that has dominated the Club for years.  

The January bulletin you just received from the previous board was actually the 4
th
 

quarter newsletter and should have been mailed to members in October with the 

nominations from the board, as required under our bylaws.  Members of the new board 

took steps to proof the 4
th
 quarter edition before it was mailed to verify information and 

correct omissions, if any.  The former editor and president refused.  The issue was mailed once again with misleading 

information and without the election results (which could have easily been inserted with a flyer and saved the club about 

$1,000).  Nor did it contain the proper notice of time and location of the New York meetings.  That made it necessary for 

this simple edition of the January bulletin.  

 

The new board strongly believes that the Club bulletin should not be a magazine at this time, particularly for board 

members and their friends to promote themselves and their dogs.  We believe the Club bulletin should be highly 

informative news medium for members, and must be published quarterly with accurate information.  You should receive 

bulletins on schedule: January (1
st
 qtr), April (2

nd
 qtr), July (3

rd
 qtr) and October (4

th
 qtr).   

 

The last two issues of the Bulletin contained much misinformation and distortions, and in the case of the last issue, 

inappropriate ads.  One example was the notice about the Centennial plans for Chicago which was not correct.  One of the 

first things I did when the board appointed me as interim President on January 4, 2008 was to call the President of North 

Central Illinois Pekingese Club, Frank Motto, and find out the status of things.  Frank informed me that North Central had 

sent a bid to the previous board and reserved a hotel, but no one from the previous board answered him, ever.  Frank then 

sent our new board a bid and requested a response by 1/16, which was very short notice for us.  That was apparently not 

Frank’s doing, but his club was in a bind.  PCA’s new board had just heard about it, had not considered other options, and 

would not meet again until February.  The board of North Central then met and withdrew their offer, which although 

disappointing, was not surprising in that several key people involved have significant differences in ideology with PCA’s 

new administration. 

 

The idea that regional clubs should host PCA’s shows is something from the past that amounts to PCA mooching off of 

regional clubs.  The current PCA board believes that PCA should host its own National and invite regional specialty clubs 

to join in and hold their events with us on the same weekend: a collaborative effort and a new way of thinking. 

 

I can work with anyone who has the best interests of Pekingese and PCA at heart.  We must create a new vision for PCA 

together in order to carry our breed and Parent Club forward and solve the many problems we still have.  We can and will 

make many wonderful improvements to the Club.  Plans are underway for a change of venue for the 2008 Rotating and 

the Centennial in addition to many other plans.  Thank you to everyone who has supported our new administration.  We 

vow to make PCA into a club you can thoroughly enjoy, where you can keep learning, share your ideas and talents, and 

meet people who love and treasure Pekes as you do.
